GUARDS (FOUR TO BE ELECTED) 

The (2) Inside and (2) Outside Guards, at the discretion of the Warden, carry out their duties of attending to the set-up of the Council 
Chambers and the admission of Members of the same. 
Nominations will be opened at the April General Meeting and will be reopened at the May General Meeting.  Voting for the new 
Executive will take place after nominations are closed at the May General Meeting.

The new candidate must be:  A practicing Catholic in union with the Holy See and a Third Degree member in good 
standing who has been initiated into the order (taken his first degree) at least one year prior to the Fourth Degree 
Exemplification date (six month waiver still in effect until further notice). For purposes of this Exemplification, Third 
Degree members who have joined the order on or before November 8, 2009 will qualify. The Exemplification will be only 
one day, Saturday May 8, 2010, with registration commencing at 9:30 AM. Mass is at 10:00 AM. The degree will start at 
1:15 PM. Doors open for the banquet at 6:00 PM with dinner being served at 6:30 PM. Ladies Program is $25 for lunch 
and entertainment. The dress code for the Exemplification is the official dress of the Fourth Degree which consists of the 
following: black tuxedo (single breasted is preferred), plain white tuxedo shirt (flat laid down collar), black cummerbund, 
black bow tie, black shoes, black socks, suspenders and white gloves.

An Historic Event: Brother André Will Become a Saint on October 17 , 2010  

  

Montreal, February 19, 2010 -  With a palpable sense of elation, a number of pries ts and 

brothers of the Congregation of Holy Cross (the religious family of Brother Andre), 

members of the archdiocese of Montreal, and Saint Joseph's Oratory of Mount Royal 

assembled today in the Consistory Hall of Vatican City to hear Pope Benedict XVI 

pr oclaim in their presence and in the presence of the College of Cardinals that Brother 

André will be canonized the October 17 in Rome.  

  

This long -anticipated news provoked warm applause on behalf of the first Canadian man 

to be formally recognized as a mod el of sanctity. The Superior General of the Congregation of Holy Cross, 

Father Hugh Cleary, CSC and the Rector of Saint Joseph's Oratory, Father Claude Grou, CSC were part of 

a delegation which included the Canadian ambassador to the Holy See, Anne Leahy: ñBrother André ôs 

canonization is a great hono ur for Canada.
